Fort Garry Lions - LED Scoreboard Operations
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1. Turning On the Control:

Turn the remote controller to the “ON” position. Note there is a 10 second delay before you can set up
the Scoreboard information. The controller requires this time delay to initialize itself and synchronize
with the MPCH receiver, located at the scoreboard.

2. Timer Operation:

If you want to change the direction the main time (on Scoreboard) is running from an up mode to
a down mode follow these simple steps:

Turn the controller off. Now hold the number 8 key down and turn tfle control back om The green

will blink once, and then release the key. The LED will then blink for approximately 5 seconds to
initialize. After initialization the green LED on the front edge of the control will be blinking indicating
the direction the main time is running.

If the green LED is blinking approx. every second, then the main time is in the down count mode.

If the green LED is blinking approx. every three seconds, then the main time is in the up count mode.
NOTE: If the timer was running when you changed the direction, pressing the TIME or TIME ON

key will change the direction the timer is currently running and cause it to run in the
direction you selected.

3. Entering Main Time
When in the down count mode you must enter the tenth second when setting the clock:
EXAMPLE: Press SET, then TIME

Press 12000

The Scoreboard display will show 12:00 (12 minutes). You have to enter the tenth second even
though it does not display on the scoreboard until the last minute of the game.

1. Starting and Stopping the Main Timer
Press “TIME ON” to start the timer and “TIME OFF” to stop the timer.
5. Setting the Period

Press “SET?”, then “PERIOD?” and the number desired.
